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GACTC graduates can get a jump start on post-secondary education by taking advantage of the various articulation and/or
dual enrollment opportunities.

Articulation and dual enrollment agreements are arrangements between the GACTC and post-secondary schools. Benefits of
articulation may include: advanced placement, priority admission and/or college credits for mastery of material learned while
enrolled in one of the programs at the GACTC.
