
Go to: https://www.identogo.com/ and click “Get Fingerprinted” 

Use the drop down menu to select “Pennsylvania” as your state, then click “Go”.



When you get to the next page, scroll down and click “Digital Fingerprinting”.



Enter code 1KG6NX where it says “Enter Code” then click “GO”.

Click “Schedule or Manage Appointment”. 



On the next 6 pages, fill out your personal information for slides: “Essential Info,
Additional Info, Citizenship, Personal Questions, Personal Info, and Address”.

Everything with a “*” needs filled out in order to proceed to the next page.

On page 2 under “Additional Info” you will type your own security question and the
answer. It can be whatever question you’d like. Please don’t share this information

with anyone else.



If you answered no to having an alias, you will only see the “Personal Information”
section. Please fill this out to the best of your ability.

If you answered “yes” to having
an alias, it will have you fill out
additional information about

your alias. You will also fill out
the “Personal Information”

section.

On page 4 under “Personal Questions” you will answer the following questions using
the yes and no buttons. For the question about an alias: answer “Yes” if you have

ever legally changed your first name, last name, or both. If you haven’t, the answer
would be “No”.

The answer
to the third
question is

“No”.



Under the “Documents” tab, use the drop down menu to indicate which document
you will bring with you to your appointment to establish your identity.

Use your zip code to search the closest fingerprinting center near you. Type in your
zip code then click “Search”.



Once you click “Search” it will give you a list of different fingerprinting locations and
the distance from the zip code you entered. Click on the one that is closest or works

best for you.

Click on the location name to see the drop-down details, including the address and
business hours. If that location works for you, click the blue “Next” button to

continue.



If you’re not sure which date or time
works best for you, you can check the

“Walk-In” box. “Appointments are
highly recommended due to the

possible long wait times associated
with walk-in processing.”

You can schedule an appointment
by selecting the date and time

that work best for you from the
available options. Please note

that appointments take priority
over walk-ins.

The final page will show your
appointment confirmation. If
you’d like, you can print it by

selecting “Print Status” in the top
right corner. You should also
receive a confirmation email.
Payment will be collected in

person after your appointment.

The address of the fingerprinting
location along with your

appointment date and time will be
towards the bottom. Please make
sure to bring the document you
selected as proof of identity to

your appointment.
